I. Basic Course

In the Basic Course, you learn Japanese intensively at 4 to 8 lessons per week
(the number of lessons varies depending on your Japanese level). There are three
levels, from elementary level where you have never studied Japanese before to
intermediate level. In this course, you will acquire comprehensive Japanese
language skills in the 4 skills (reading, speaking, writing, and listening) while
building a foundation of grammar.
